Lot 1 – Ashfield 24 hour supported accommodation – Kirkby in Ashfield

7 units of accommodation based support for young people aged 16-25 in existing accommodation. The contract value will not exceed £122,000 per annum

Organisations must be able to demonstrate the guaranteed availability of these accommodation units by the contract start date.  The service will provide an average of 6 hours direct support (per person) per week.

6 units of accommodation based support for teenage parents aged 16-19. Priority in 2 units will be given to teenage parents with substance misuse issues. This is a new development with an anticipated completion date of June 2010. The contract will start following this date. The contract length will be for a period of 2 years, with an option to extend at the Council’s sole discretion for an additional period of up to 12 months and a possible subsequent extension of up to a further 12 months)

Service users will be teenage parents or pregnant young women aged 16-19 years with housing related support needs.
Partners of teenage parents should be able to share the accommodation if the teenage parent wishes.

20 units of floating support for young people including teenage parents aged 16-25. The service will provide an average of 3.5 hours direct support (per person) per week.
Lot 19 – Broxtowe, Gedling and Rushcliffe Floating support

27 units of floating support for young people aged 16 – 25 including teenage parents. The service will provide an average of 3.5 hours direct support (per person) per week.
