RE: SUPPORTING PEOPLE GRANT FOR 2007/08 

This letter is to inform you of your authority's Supporting People administration grant allocation for 2007/08.  Additionally it confirms that where authorities have generated savings in the programme through their careful management they will be able to roll forward these savings from 2006/07 to 2007/08 in order to re-invest in the programme.

Phil Woolas announced yesterday in Parliament grant allocations to Administering Authorities of £40m as a contribution towards the costs of managing the Supporting People programme in 2007/08.   

Annex A sets out the administration grant allocations for all Administering Authorities.  In order to maintain stability administration grant allocations remain the same in 2007/08 as this year and in 2005/06.  This grant is a contribution towards the costs of managing Supporting People and it remains for your authority to ensure that the administration of the programme continues to be adequately funded.

Originally administration grant was provided to help authorities implement Supporting People and then to enable authorities to carry out the review of all their Supporting People services.  Now that this stage of the programme is complete the focus going forward into SR07 will be the continued drive to improve the value for money of public services and the quality of what is being delivered.

Over the past 18 months DCLG has funded 11 Value Improvement Projects with the aim of identifying scope for both better, more user focussed services and to identify efficiency savings through a managed approach to service change.  The projects have demonstrated potential for local authorities to deliver significant improvements in their Supporting People services through the adoption of new procurement approaches.

As you may know the Department is planning to take forward a National Value Improvement Programme building on the achievements of these Projects – the precise details of how the national programme will be rolled out has yet to be determined but it is expected that the preparation for the delivery of this programme in 2007/08 will be supported by local SP teams via the administration grant.  Grant conditions for 2007/08 will be issued before the start of the new financial year.
