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Introduction to Regional Outcomes Framework

In 2006 the East Midlands Regional Implementation Group for Supporting People obtained funding from the East Midland Centre of Excellence to carry out a project to develop a Regional Outcome Framework for Supporting People.  
Pilots took place in 2007 and an evaluation took place during late 2007 and early 2008.  At this time the Regional Framework was adjusted to take account of our need to evidence the contribution we make to LAA’s.  The framework is very stream-lined and has the backing of our Regional Providers Forum.   A decision was made in January 2008 to take forward the framework in the region.  

In essence the framework is a statement about how we will use the various forms of evidence available to us such as the national CLGD outcomes framework and provider distance travelled evidence.  Plus a very small and targeted (to LAA indicators) regional basket of indicators has been developed.  This is because there were LAA targets that SP was making a contribution to but where no evidence was being collected to demonstrate and quantify that contribution.  The project also developed the IT solution (an amended workbook) that could be used to gather and process the indicators with almost no change to what is required of providers.
