RE: MINOR REPAIRS AND ADAPTATIONS ‘HANDYPERSON’ FUNDING FOR 2009/10 AND 2010/11

I write to inform you of the availability to your authority of a Minor Repair and Adaptation “handyperson” grant allocation for 2009/10 and 2010/11.
Additionally expressions of interest are also invited for a more limited distribution of grant allocations for 2009/10 and 2010/11 for an Enhanced Services Programme for approximately 10-20 Local Authorities.
These two programmes form a significant part of £35M new funds for services such as “handyperson” as outlined in our February 2008 publication : Lifetime Homes, Lifetime Neighbourhoods: A National Strategy for Housing in an Ageing Society.
The purpose of the minor repairs and adaptations ‘handyperson’ services funding is to enable authorities to expand and further develop any existing services or, where no such provision exists, to develop new schemes. It is aimed at funding services to achieve better outcomes for older people.   It is important that these services are designed in an evidence based way, appropriate for the people being targeted.(
Two year allocations will be made to enable you to plan and commission programmes effectively.  Any continuing funding after 2011 will be paid through Area Based Grant, subject to resource availability and successful national evaluation.
Applications from English top tier local authorities should be made as follows: 

· Appropriate completion of Section A of the Expression of Interest Form signed by Supporting People Lead Officer or SP Accountable Officer will enable award of funds for 2009/10 and 2010/11 for Minor Repair and Adaptation “handyperson” (maximum available grant allocations are detailed in Annex A);
· Completion of Section B of the Expression of Interest Form, signed by SP Lead Officer or SP Accountable Officer will constitute a bid for award of funds for both 2009/10 and 2010/11 for the Enhanced Service Programme.
Distribution of minor repair and adaptation ‘handyperson’ funds is based upon an underlying needs based formula (the Supporting People Distribution Formula, Older People Cluster) but with allocations being distributed according to bands(.
Banding allows consideration of need and recognition that a minimum allocation is required to provide service provision.  The 2010/2011 award is based upon an across the board increase on the 2009/2010 award.  Currently, both Supporting People and Social Services fund many of these services where they exist and this funding approach is designed to allow alignment with this.   
Programme monitoring will include an independent national evaluation working with a sample of local authorities, utilising existing data collection approaches including client records and the Local Government National Indicator Set.  Both programmes will contribute to a range of Government targets and objectives, such as National Indicator 142 on independent living.  
The invitation period for expressions of interest will run for 6 weeks and will end on 30th December 08.  Frequently Asked Questions documentation will be made available via www.spkweb.org.uk.
