Funding requests will be considered from top tier local authorities in England where signed by the Authority’s Supporting People Lead Officer, or Supporting People Accountable Officer. Only one submission is required to enable funding over two years from 2009-2011.

Section A of the form must be completed to receive minor repairs and adaptations ‘handyperson’ funding.  Failure to adequately answer mandatory questions shall result in no funding.  Maximum available allocations per Administering Authority are specified in Annex A of the covering letter.  These are based on need (using the older people cluster of the Supporting People formula)(.  Any further funding after 2011 will be paid through Area Based Grant and subject to the availability of resources and successful national evaluation.

Section B of the form should only be completed if you wish to bid for enhanced services funding.  Roughly 10-20 local authorities will receive grant funding for enhanced services proposals. Projected awards will total in the range of £50-£200K over two years commencing 2009-2010.  CLG reserve the right to vary the number of awards and size of awards, and may award a sum lower than requested.

· quality of idea / innovative service enhancements;

· sustainability;
· proposed service outcomes with regard to older people housing options.
