	Round 3 Discussions  August 06 – March 07
	Extension of the remit of the Supporting People Strategic commissioning body to act as the commissioning body for the LSP. The critical element here is the request that DCLG will still regard the expanded commissioning body as the legitimate commissioning board for Supporting People.
	Agreed. The SP directions are clear on what the structure of the SP Commissioning Body should be and provides a mechanism for local adjustments to that structure with the agreement of the Department

	Round 3
	Freedom from Supporting People funding criteria to extend the adult domestic violence services to include 16 & 17 year olds.
	This is already possible. The Supporting People grant conditions for excellent authorities do not prevent authorities from providing services to 16 and 17 year olds. The same is true of non-excellent authorities providing that Supporting People funding is used only on eligible welfare services and not for services the authority is under a statutory duty to provide.

	Round 3
	Positive outcomes in short-term accommodation based on Supporting People Services
	If the authority were to introduce additional measurements of performance this would mean that their data would not match other authorities data and would distort the calculations of KPI 2 data. Therefore we are unable to agree this request.  

	Round 2
Discussions November 05 – March 06
	Enable Supported People Grant to be targeted to all housing tenures where need exists rather than mainly council tenants.
	This is already allowed. SP grant is tenure neutral and includes leaseholders & homeowners.

	Round 2
	Relaxation on existing “housing related support”-only restriction on using Supporting People Grant so that it is more holistic and better able to meet the wider requirements of those most in need.
	Unfortunately this is not possible without effective outcomes being established.  As set out in the consultation document, we are considering how to support AAs and providers in measuring outcomes. 

	Round 2
	The SP Commissioning Body is requesting the freedom to commit the accumulated under spend at 31st March ‘06 in a planned manner over the three years of the LAA.   
	This is already allowed for the 1st year of the LAA. Unable to guarantee for other 2 years for non-excellent authorities. Decision made on an annual basis by Treasury. Agreement has now been made for the 2nd year 2007/08. 

	Round 2
	All 16 and 17 year old care leavers who are deemed eligible for housing support should be eligible for Supporting People funding. This will enable more rational decisions to be taken about pathway planning for individuals: leaving and aftercare service does not operate a cut-off at 18, and it is a barrier to sensible planning that the financial framework for supporting the same individuals should be so different either side of 18th birthday.
	This is not possible at present as it would require a change to the Children (Leaving Care) Act 2000, however this is being considering by Government and may be possible in the longer-term.

	Round 2
	Supporting People Scheme – freedom from prescribed contracting framework, service review (or successor) process, reporting.
	This is already allowed. There is no prescribed contracting framework for SP and the service review process came to an end in April 2006. SPLS data will still need to be provided for the Directory of services.

	Any separate monitoring associated with this funding stream stops.
	Authorities will still need to produce the quarterly reporting on Supporting People (SPLS) as this data is the only source of information we currently have on SP services.  

	Round 2
	SP mainstream funding continuing at the current indicative levels for 2006/07.
	DCLG made a 2 year announcement for SP in December 05. The 2nd year represented 95% which was the minimum allocation they would receive and the balance was allocated in July 2006.

	Round 2
	More flexible definitions around the use of Supporting People monies. Whist it is possible to interpret the use of these monies within the legislation it would be helpful if it were possible to allocate more of these resources to support organisations that provide services to vulnerable people.
	This is already allowed. The SP programme covers a wide range of  vulnerable people e and has approximately 21 identified client groups . There is nothing to prevent authorities from using SP funding on services for vulnerable people as long as it is for housing-related support or if the authority is a CPA excellent authority they can use their funding on welfare services.

Discussions

February – March 05
	Request to charge for short term services subject to the fairer charge means test.
	We are unable to agree to this request as no authority whether they are excellent or non-excellent can charge for short term services. Short term SP services enable the individual to be able to work. If service users had to pay for short term services this would reduce the amount of people going in to work and would go against the policy of SP. This was also put in place to link to other key government objectives around the motivation of users to seek employment/training for employment and was essential for ensuring support for people in an emergency e.g. victims of domestic violence.

	Round 1
	Supporting People Programme to be managed locally.  We seek freedom to provide DCLG with the information it desires in a form that is consistent with the authorities local data requirements.
	The quarterly SPLS data from authorities has to be in a set format so that it can be uplifted successfully. Authorities were also provided with Admin grant to set the SP programme up which included an amount for obtaining IT systems compatible for SPLS uploads. 

	Round 1
	To amalgamate the grant pot and the administration grant for Supporting People for 2006/07
	This is already allowed. The SP admin grant is unring-fenced and therefore can be used on the SP programme.
